In continuation of this Department's D.O. No. 2-1612017-EE.3 dated 
05.03.2018 and No. l l-212017-EE. 13 dated 03.04.2018, it is stated that Samagra 
Shiksha Abhiyan - Integrated Scheme for School Education extending from Pre- 
school to Class-XI1 has been approved by the Cabinet Committee on Economic 
Affairs (CCEA). The Scheme provides that it will be implemented as a Centrally 
Sponsored Scheme by the Department through a single State Implementation Society 
(SIS) at the State level. 

2. As the Union Budget, 2018-19, has already been laid in the Parliament, the 
existing budget heads of erstwhile schemes Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA), Rashtriya 
Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA) and Teacher Education (TE) will be utilised 
for incurring expenditure in 2018-19 for the lntegrated Scheme. From 2019-20 
onwards, a single budget head for the new Scheme will be created. This will enable a 
smooth transition from the administration of earlier Schemes to the new Scheme. 

3. The Department is considering releasing the ad-hoc instalment for the 
implementation of interventions in terms of the fresh programmatic and financial 
norms of the new scheme through the budget heads of erstwhile SSA and RMSA 
during 20 18-1 9. 

4. In order to facilitate the release of ad-hoc instalment, it is requested to 
intimate the name of single State Implementing Society (SIS) designated for the 
new integrated scheme along with Account number/numbers for receiving the 
central share under General Component, SC component, ST component for 
General Head and Capital Head immediately and details of unspent balance 
under the erstwhile schemes of SSA, RMSA and TE as on lSt April, 2018. These 
details may be furnished to surbhi.iaiu@,nic.in and ssafinanc@gmail.com.
